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Constructive And Spatial Structure Of Muslim Architecture Of
The Sunni Mosques Of Jordan

Abstract. In this article the author has reviewed the constructive and spatial structure of Muslim architecture of
the mosques of Sunnis in Jordan. In the article the author provides a distinctive Distinctive architectural features
of mosques of the Sunnis, considered the mosque of Agaba, which is located in the main street of Agaba, near
the Rings of Khaya. Summarizing the archival research, as well as data on the extant mosques, the author of the
article concluded that on the territory of Jordan volumetric-spatial decision of mosques were presented in three
types: with a minaret on the roof; with a minaret above the entrance; with the adjacent volume of the minaret.
